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Abstract:
Choerades caucasicus Richter & Mamaev are newly recorded from Japan.

     This species was described from Caucasus by Richter, V. & Mamaev, V. in 

1971. After that, it was recorded from Far East.

     Main character of gen. Choerades are:

1. Proboscis flattened laterally, and not curved upward in apical part

2. Epandrium of the male genitalia are devided into distal and proximal part. At the border of the division tufts or fused setae are present.

     Contrasts between Choerades isshikii and caucasicus are followings

(1) hairs on body
   C. caucasicus: both male and female with reddish-brown hairs.
   C. isshikii: male with yellowish-brown hairs. female mostly with black hairs intermingled with white one.

(2) proboscis
   C. caucasicus: oblique tip (fig. 2)
   C. isshikii: rectangular tip

(3) 7th and 8th tergites
   C. caucasicus: in the male, 7th tergite in the middle of posterior margin with 2 processes. 8th tergite in the middle of of posterior margin with 1 process. (fig. 3)
   C. isshikii: without such processes.

     There is no differences between Japanese specimens of C. caucasicus and Russian one identified by Dr. Lehr.

[Head]   Face and facial tubercle with reddish-brown long hairs. Base of anntenae, vertex and upper-half occiput with black hairs, and lower-half of occiput with reddish-brown hairs. Anntenae black, length of 1st segment:2nd:3rd=1.5:1:5. 1st segment and 2nd segment with black hairs. Proboscis oblique, with pale short hairs at the top and pale long hairs at the base. Palpi black with black hairs.

[Thorax]   Mesonotum black with metalic dark purple background, and with reddish-brown hairs or black hairs. Hairs become long posteriorly, erect or decumbent. Hairs of pleura and posterior margin of scutellum reddish-brown.

[Wing]   Wing hyaline tinged with brown. Veins dark brown.

[Abdomen]  Abdomen black with metalic dark purple background. Tergites with reddish-brown hairs, more decumbent to posterior segments. Sides of 2nd-4th tergites with 1 or 2 setae. 7th tergite in the middle of posterior margin with 2 processes. 8th tergite in the middle of posterior margin with 1 processes. Sternites with only reddish-brown long hair. Male genitalia black with black and reddish-brown hairs. Epanrium with a row of reddish-brown bristles. At the top of ovipositor with black bristles.

[Legs]   Legs black with reddish-brown short and long hairs. Middle and hind tibiae with reddish-brown bristles. Middle and hind femora with short black hairs. posterior side of middle femora with some bristles.

[Length]   male 20-21mm, female 19-20mm
